Saint Kim Taegon Andrew, generally referred to as Saint Andrew Kim
Taegon in English, was the first Korean-born Catholic priest and is the
patron saint of Korea. In the late 18th century, Roman Catholicism began
to take root slowly in Korea. After seminary in Macau, he was ordained a
priest in Shanghai. During the Joseon Dynasty, Christianity was
suppressed and many Christians were persecuted and executed. Catholics
had to covertly practice their faith.

Kim was one of several thousand Christians who were executed during
this time. In 1846, at the age of 25, he was tortured and beheaded near
Seoul. His last words were: This is my last hour of life, listen to me
attentively: if | have held communication with foreigners, it has been
for my religion and for my God. Itis for Him that | die. My immortal life is
on the point of beginning. Become Christians if you wish to be happy after
death, because God has eternal chastisements in store for those who have
refused to know Him.

The feast day of St. Andrew Kim and the Korean Martyrs is September 20.
The statue at Our Lady of Grace was donated "in loving memory of our family.
