From Father Kirby… 

 

Happy Sunday, Team Grace! While secular Christmas has begun around us, we are 

still in Ordinary Time. Do not lose the importance of this liturgical season. This is a 

time for us to assess our discipleship and recommit ourselves to the Lord Jesus. 

 

Happy Veteran’s Day! This weekend, our nation honors the men and women who 

have served in our Armed Forces. We thank our veterans for their service! Our 

recessional hymn at the Masses this weekend will be a patriotic hymn in honor of 

our veterans. 

 

Congratulations to our Deacon Candidate, Binh Davis! Late last month, Binh was 

instituted as an acolyte by our Bishop. This is the last liturgical step before his 

ordination as a deacon, which is about fourteen months away. With his new role, 

you will see Binh purifying the sacred vessels at Mass and assisting in other ways in 

the sacred liturgy and in the life of the parish. Congratulations, Binh! 

 

As we continue through November, I want to remind everyone that this is our 

devotional month of the dead. Please be sure to pray, fast, and offer sacrifices for 

your beloved dead. 

 

Some things happening at the parish that I’d like to highlight this week: 

 

As announced last weekend, we are moving forward with our work on the Front Hill. 

As our landscape architect navigates the scene with contractors and vendors, we’re 

being told that we need another $325,000 to complete the original design. I 

announced this last weekend and we’ve received $171,500. Thank you to everyone 

who reached out and made a donation! With this money, we have about half of what 

we need. I want to make one more appeal before we make any decisions to adjust 

the original design.

This Monday evening, November 13, at 7:00 PM, we’ll have our monthly Stations 

of the Cross for loved ones who have left the practice of the Faith. 

 

Our parish and Saint Catherine’s Parish in Lancaster have been moved to the 

Columbia Deanery. As such, I’ll have to attend deanery meetings in Columbia about 

3- 4 times a year. This Tuesday, November 14, I have my first deanery meeting away 
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from the parish. I wasn’t able to find coverage for Confessions and Mass that day 

and so we won’t have Confessions or daily Mass on November 14. The rosary will 

still be at 11:30 AM. Our Saint Peregrine Novena is being moved to 12:00 Noon. 

Adoration will follow the novena and conclude at 2:15 PM with Benediction. 

 

After our session this Wednesday, November 15, our faith formation evenings will 

be on pause for the holiday season. We’ll resume on January 3. 

 

This Saturday, November 18, we have our next Formation Day from 9:00 AM – 12 

Noon. For this Formation Day, we’re going to go a walk-through of the saints 

depicted in our parish church. We’ll go over their lives, devotions, and how they can 

help us in our discipleship today. All are welcome! 

 

I encourage everyone to continue in their thirty-three-day preparation for 

Consecration to Jesus through Mary. The Consecration can be made on the 

Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception (December 8). 

 

Parishioners are asked to please stop dropping off sacramentals, books, rosaries, and 

other such items in the church and around the building. If items are sent to you by 

charitable groups, they are not blessed. Such items can be buried or burned. Please 

do not drop them off at the parish. We don’t want our church to look like a flea 

market.  

 

The Book of the Dead is now at the baptismal font. It will remain there for the entire 

month of November. I encourage you to write the names of your beloved dead in the 

book and so assure them of the prayers of our parish throughout this month. 

 

As a reminder, the All Souls envelopes are for you to formally ask your local pastor 

to prayerfully remember your beloved dead through the next year. It is very 

important that you write the names of your loved ones on the envelopes. The names 

can be anyone who has died at any time. Please note: the All Souls collection goes 

directly to the priest. This is the only time in which collected funds go directly to the 

priest. However, checks should still be made out to the parish. Please do not make 

any checks payable to me. The parish will issue me a check.

I was hoping to host a pilgrimage to the Holy Land and Rome this coming June. 

With the situation in the Middle East, such a pilgrimage is not possible. In its place, 

however, I’ll be hosting a pilgrimage to the Great Shrines of France. The tour will 

include Lourdes, Lisieux (Saint Therese the Little Flower), the holy places of Paris, 

Nevers (Saint Bernadette), Paray-le-Monial (Sacred Heart Apparitions), Lyon, 

LaSalette, Ars (Saint John Vianney), and the Beaches of Normandy with a Mass at 

the US Foreign Cemetery. This is not a parish pilgrimage, but I wanted to make the 

parish family aware of the opportunity. The pilgrimage is a personal pilgrimage of 

mine and many people from different parts of the United States will be participating 

in it.
